(16-17)001 Election of Mayor for 2016/17
The Mayor, Cllr Orme, welcomed guests to the meeting and reflected on his year in office and, in particular, the closure of the bank, the boundary dispute which had involved the Council in a court case, the decision not to renew the lease on the playing field, the fight to protect local services in the face of cuts to the County Council’s budget and the installation of the Lowry statue which had attracted visitors to the villages.
He thanked the Mayoress and the Deputy Mayor and Mayoress for their support during the year. 

He referred to the resignation of the Clerk and spoke of the work she had done over the past four years to bring the Council’s financial and administrative procedures to a professional standard and presented her with a gift as a token of the Council’s appreciation.
He then proposed, Cllr McCann seconded and councillors resolved that Cllr Reilly be elected to the office of Mayor of Preesall Town Council for the municipal year 2016/17. Cllr Orme invested Cllr Reilly with the chain of office and Cllr Reilly signed the declaration of acceptance of office.  

Cllr Reilly took the chair and gave a short speech in which he expressed his pride in becoming Mayor. He referred to his military background where he had learned the value of teamwork with the team taking the credit for achievement. He spoke of the Town Council being a team of twelve councillors, the Clerk and the Lengthsman who all have individual skills and talents to contribute to the Town Council addressing the needs of and working in the best interests of the community. 
He indicated that he had not yet decided on his Mayor’s charity but it would involve the sea and young people.
He announced that his Mayoress would be his wife, Mrs Michele Reilly. On behalf of the Council, the Mayor gave a vote of thanks to the outgoing Mayor and Mayoress and Deputy Mayor and Mayoress and presented a gift token to the former Mayoress in recognition of her support.
